‘Many of you know and those who do not know feel in their hearts how important are things happening in
the world and in our country today, how important it is today to strengthen Orthodoxy in people’s souls,
to help them realize that it is only reliance on the word of God and the power of the faith that will make it
possible to solve problems facing man, without sinning, which means combining concern for material
welfare, which is the nature of both people and countries, with concern for salvation and eternal life.

Being thousands of kilometres away from us, you participate in the religious revival of our people.
Please, take care of the pilgrims, because every good word pronounced here echoes in people’s minds
and hearts, while a careless word or disregard echo with bitterness and sadness.
