At the Liturgy the head of the Russian Spiritual Mission read the pray for the granting of peace and after
the communion verse he read allowed the Nativity Message by His Holiness the Patriarch of Moscow
and Of all Rus’ Kirill to the archpastors, pastors, deacons, monks and nuns and all the faithful children of
the Russian Orthodox Church.

At the conclusion of the Liturgy a short service of glorification dedicated to the feast day was held,
reports the website of the Russian Spiritual Mission.
